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Bridging the Gap
Many students experience dif�culties in 
the transition from school to university and 
Chemistry for our Future is tackling this 
through a range of new initiatives.  From 
chemistry �boot camps� to online maths 
resources, this programme aims to boost 
the con�dence, learning and practical skills of 
incoming undergraduates.

Through Chemistry for our Future seven 
secondary school teachers are spending up to 
a year working in their local university.  These 
Teacher Fellows are helping departments to 
understand the motivation, requirements and 
capabilities of incoming undergraduates and 
working to identify how best they can support 
students during this transition.  

Developing HE Curricula
Chemistry for our Future provides a unique 
and timely opportunity to review the existing 
provision of chemical science degree courses 
and ensure that they meet the needs and 
expectations of current undergraduates. 

Key themes in this area involve the introduction 
and evaluation of context and problem based 
learning for undergraduates, widening access 
to HE through the development of an open-
learning framework and addressing the 
challenges of the Bologna process.
